We at Christ for Kids have 
undertaken a lot of new and 
exciting changes.  As we dis-
cussed in the September news-
letter we  welcomed many new 
faces to our staff and now we 
are challenging ourselves with 
a new program called QRIS.  
You may ask what is QRIS?  
QRIS is an acronym that 
stands for Quality Review and 
Improvement System. Our 
participation in this program 
is voluntary and only a limited 
number of early childhood 
programs have been selected 
to participate.  Our involve-
ment in this initiative will pro-
vide us with a system to con-
tinually improve the quality of 
our services.  The result will 

be a star rating indicating the 
level of quality which our pro-
gram provides for children and 
families.   

We are working with a highly 
trained mentor who provides 
technical assistance and guid-
ance as we implement our im-
provement plan.  Our teachers 
will be attending training, and 
will be planning for positive 
changes to our program.   

You will be our partners in 
this process.  We will be ask-
ing for your input regarding 
our programming and your 
experiences.  Your opinions 
and participation will help 
guide our decision making.

We 
look forward to the good 
things that can be accom-
plished together.
